The John Dye that married Tabitha Neaves in Farifield Co, SC is George’s Son.

The other known Will of a John Dye is that of John Dye of Fairfield Co. He mentions a wife named Tabitha and left all his estate to the Poor Children of Beaver Creek Bapt Church.  He died after Dec 1854.
