The House of Haggin

Our Haggin Line stems from the Haggin Family of Kentucky.
We believe that we are related to Capt. John Haggin, who was born in 1753 near Winchester, VA and died 1 Mar 1825 in Mercer Co, KY.

There are several Hagen, Haggin, Hagin families on the 1810 Census of Bardstown, Nelson Co, KY and this county is very close to Mercer County, KY. It is generally located in the vicinity of Louisville, KY, not far from the Indiana State Border.

John “Jack” Haggin was born 13 Jul 1810 in Kentucky. He came from either Nelson or Mercer County, Kentucky to Cumberland and Coles County, Illinois and married Laura (Laury, Lury) Ann Williams, on 28 Sep 1834. The Family had children born in Indiana and Illinois during the 1840’s. On the 1850 Federal Census, John Haggin resided at Cottonwood in Cumberland County, Illinois. This is the first time we see him on a census and includes his wife and children. 
In 1850, this household included, John, Laura Ann, Mary Jane, Sarah Ann, James, Sophia, Martha and Mary Jane Smith (Former Mary Haggin, mother of John Haggin)
Laura Ann Williams Haggin was born 23 Oct 1815 in Bradford, Pennsylvania and died
22 Aug 1881 in Cumberland Co, IL. She married John Haggin(s) 28 Sep 1834 by Thomas Jeffries, JP. Coles County, IL.
Her parents were Addison Williams (b. 28 May 1791 MA, d. 26 Jul 1880, Magnolia, Indiana) and Azuba “Juba” Beals (b. 9 Sep 1794, NY, d. 1880 Macoupin Co, IL)

Addison’s Parents were Constant (Constance) Williams & Irena Fuller, Constant was born in 1763 in Windham, Conn. And died Sep 1835 at Crawford, Indiana, married

Irena Fuller 9 Oct 1785 in Connecticut.

CONSTANT WILLIAMS Constant, second son of Nehemiah and Alsebeth (Gallop) Williams, was born in Plainfield Connecticut in 1763. The family moved to Massachusetts in 1767, where they laid out and resided on lot #1 in Williamstown. When the conflict between the Colonies and the Mother Country demanded the services of the old and the young, the sick and the well, Constant enlisted in Capt. Samuel Williams Company in 1776, at the age of 13, and was in the Battle of White Plains, under General Washington. This service was about three months, He re--enlisted in 1777 in Capt. Deweys Company of Vermont and served under Gen, Ethan Allen. After the capture of Allen, he was under the command of General Gates, and was at Saratoga when the British General, Burgoyne, surrendered. He was also in some scouting parties against the Cowboys. Total service about nine months, He married Irena Fuller October 9, 1785, who was supposed. to be born November 14, 1757. To this union were born: Addison; William Townsend; Royal; an unidentified son; Constant, Jr. and an unidentified daughter. As appears later, Irena died on the way west and he was remarried before arriving in Indiana. He sold his land in Bradford County, Pennsylvania, in 1815 and arrived in Indiana 1816, taking out the south-east quarter of Section 15, t--3--s, r-1-e in 1817. This land lies just north of the present village of Magnolia, in Crawford Co. No recorded deed is to be found, however it later was in the possession of Addison and William F. Williams, son and grandson. The census of 1820 showed the following: 1 male above 45; 1 female between 26 and 45; 1 male between 16 and 26; 1 male between 10 and 16; 1 female between 10 and 16, The census of 1830 showed the following: one male between 60 and 70; one female between 40 and 50; and one female between 15 and 20. He applied for a pension under the name of CONSTANCE Williams but his service was under CONSTANT Williams. The application was rejected. He then applied under the name CONSTANT Williams and was granted a pension of $30 per year on Certificate No. 25148, commencing Mar. 4, 1831. He is listed as a road worker on the road from Turkey Fork crossing to Mt. Sterling. He served on the jury in a number of cases in 1818 and 1819. Because he was a Revolutionary War soldier he was forgiven his tax in the amount of $l0.62-1/2. It might be interesting to note that others were delinquent in amounts such as l2-1/2 cents, 37-1/2 cents, 50 cents, and so on up to about $1.00. He died September 1835. It is appropriate that this monument be dedicated in September, 122 years after he was deceased. (On file at Tell City library Tell City, Indiana) D. Leistner, Historian 4-3O-74 
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In 1860, John and Laura Haggin were residing at Johnstown, Cumberland County, IL.
In some census data they are listed as Haggins.

They had added two more children, George B. and Almira (Elmira) Haggin.

In 1870, The Family was listed with son James Haggin (s) and his wife Nancy Weathers.
This family resided in Cumberland Co, IL, where James had taken over operation/ownership of the Family farm land for his father. James Haggin married Nancy Weathers, 20 Jan 1865, in Cumberland Co, IL.  James served in the Union Army during the Civil War and does have a Pension Record on file. He served in the 156th Illinois Infantry, Co A, he was a private, at the time Nancy filed for his pension they were residing in Terre Haute, Indiana.  James lost a poker game to Joseph Berry, in which he bet the family farm, recorded in court records as transferred on March 3, 1869.
There is a cemetery on this property, the property is called Haggin Cemetery.

Joseph Berry is buried there. 

The Cemetery is located at Cottonwood Twp, Bradbury, Cumberland County, Illinois, Postal Code: 62468
The Family Farm was entered by Henry Smith, 11 Nov 1836
 The Haggin Graveyard
The John Haggin family came into Cumberland County from Kentucky via Indiana, settling above Muddy Creek to the north and west of where Bradbury was platted some forty years later. The farm was entered on Nov. 11, 1836 by Henry Smith, stepfather of John Haggin, whose widowed mother Mary (Haggin) Smith was a doctor of some note, preparing her own medicines and riding miles over this area treating the settlers living in this heavily timbered acreage. 
In 1868 this land was conveyed to James Haggin, whom the late Arthur Childress told me, lost the farm in a card game to Joseph Berry. The transfer being made on Mar. 3, 1869. This tract included the Haggin homestead and the by then growing cemetery. Mr. Smith died soon after settling here and is believed his grave is the nucleus of the Haggin burying ground. Others of the Haggin family died and were laid to rest here, and though no stone was ever set at a haggin grave, the name yet remains Haggin.
The old homestead was a huge log house and set close by the southwest edge of the cemetery, into this log house moved the family of Joseph Berry. In later years a new house was built on the site of the old, as the road at the time meandered in past it, but the road went the way of so many of the old roads and though buryings continued at Haggin for many years, the way in was by field roads. The last burial here was Charles "Pete" Gaines, b. 1896, d. 1941.”

During the year of 1878, this family briefly resided in Springhill, AR. The son John Haggin was born there. This is recorded in the Pension Records for James Haggin. This Family then moved to Terre Haute, Indiana.  They lived in Indiana for some time before their death. Their daughter, Susan was born in Terre Haute, Indiana.

James was born 28 Feb 1842, at Cumberland County, IL and died 22 Feb 1888 at Terre Haute Indiana, with chronic bronchitis.  Nancy Weathers was born 18 Oct 1846 in Brown Co, Indiana. In 1860, She resided with Vincent Scott & wife Sophronie Beck Lamar Scott Family in Cumberland Co, Ill. Nancy died 17 Jan 1934, Terre Haute, Vigo Co, Indiana, and both James and Nancy are buried at Beals Cemetery, near Trilla, Coles County, Illinois.
Charles Patrick Haggin was born 1 Aug 1874 in Mattoon, Cumberland Co., IL. 

Charles married Lilly Ritchey, on 25 Jun 1895 at Vandalia, Fayette Co., IL. She was the daughter of Edward Ritchey and Martha Montgomery. Lilly was born in 1874 in Mecca, Indiana.  The marriage was witnessed by William Sanders and Mamie Ritchey (sister of the Bride).  Lilly and Charles Haggin were both 21 years of age at the time of the marriage. The marriage was solemnized by Benjamin Capps, Justice of the Peace. During this time, Charles was employed as a poultry dresser.  It is unknown what happened to Lilly Ritchey Haggin, it is assumed she died.

Charles married Maud Mae Truex (Truax), 15 Dec 1899, at Carlinville, Macoupin Co, IL. The license was obtained on, 9 Dec 1899, in Carlinville. This was Maud’s only marriage.

Maude Truex Haggin was born, 21 Jul 1880, at Webb City, Jasper Co, MO. Her parents were Robert Edwin Truex and Sarah Elizabeth Keltner. At the time of this marriage, Charles was 26 years old and Maud was 20 years old. The Witness for this marriage was Maud’s brother in law, Mr. Ed Griffith, whom was married to her sister, Blanche.
Her Family Bible indicates she was married by Rev. Ralph Diedrick, however, the records indicate that Z. Harris was the official, Justice of the Peace.
